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With the weather getting hotter, please ensure that your child has with them water to drink during the day and a sun hat for when they are outdoors.  

You can now buy a longer acting sun cream that lasts for 12 hours.  Please apply some of this in the morning and it will last throughout the day (school is not allowed to apply sun cream to children, nor are children allowed to apply it themselves.) 

Sun glasses are not allowed in school unless there is a medical note stating the need to wear them, therefore please do not send these in either.  

When it is hot the time that the children spend outside is carefully monitored to ensure that they are not over exposed to the sun.
